           uring the four years I have served as Founder and President of the Kansas Solar Electric Co~operatives, Inc. a unique and solid three-phase research and development non-profit deployment program has taken shape.   Presently, we are in the pre-Phase I stage.  K-SEC’s Phase I Demonstration is a $50 Million program that will position Kansas as a global leader in Building-Integrated PhotoVoltaic [BI-PV] Solar Architecture within two years via K.S.A. Chapter 17-4651 to 4681 Renewable Cooperatives.   March 3, 2009, one hundred people attended the Kansas Corporation Commission’s first Solar Round Table.   There is presently only 500 MWp PV Solar installed in the United States.  The K-SEC Model plans to install 1,000 MWp BI-PV Solar in KS by 2020.   


When Clint Eastwood had to call a meeting with Governor Davis to be paid his contracted rebate and net metering in California, I knew we must no longer depend upon fragmented consumers to deploy BI-PV Solar.  K-SEC will become an asset for every citizen in the 105 counties of Kansas.  County-based K-SEC cooperatives will manage the installation of quality BI-PV Solar Electric Generators.   K-SEC will not sell the 75 MSF of BI-PV Solar we install.  K-SEC will lease consumer rooftops with equity payment of battery back-up for fifty years.  USDA has grants and low interest loans to cover structural modification costs.   Certified technicians will monitor, maintain and manage K-SEC’s solar systems.     K-SEC clients need only pay their electric bill to rest assured they are furthering Homeland Security, Emergency Preparedness, Environmental Integrity, BI-PV R&D and over 1,000 BI-PV Solar Green Jobs for Kansas.   


April 2008, K-SEC officially incorporated and issued a million non-profit shares at $10 each.  The Kansas Securities Commission wrote a letter to post on K-SEC’s website explaining how non-profit stock differs.  As a non-profit, K-SEC can dramatically improve the momentum of BI-PV Solar Architecture in Kansas and in the world.  I hope you enjoy reading about K-SEC and encourage you to become an active participant, today!
